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Appeal for abolition of True up charges and fuel cost adjustment charges

The scenario has been set to levy electricity true up charges and fuel power purchase
cost adjustment charges to the tune of Rs 14000 crores on the people of AP. APERC has
already given clearance for recovery of true up charges of Rs 6072 crores pertaining to the
year 2022-23. Now the Discom companies have sent to the APERC another proposal for
recovery of Fuel and Power Purchase Cost Adjustment (FPPCA) charges pertaining to the
year 2023-24. Already some amount is regularly being charged as FPPCA charges
through our monthly bills. Now two more charges will be included in our monthly bills.
This will be highly burdensome on the people. Is there any ending to such unjust
recoveries? Our monthly consumption charges are very little compared to the additional
charges of true up charges and fuel adjustment charges. The people are subjected to lots
of harassment due to the additional charges made because of management deficiencies,



more rates paid to the private power generation companies than anticipated, for power
leakages and for non-reimbursement for the subsidies by the government.

Our NDA government gave an assurance to the people at the time of elections that they
would not hike the power charges if they were elected.

Hence VARWA NIVAS have sent appeals to the Honourable Chief Minister and the
Honourable Dy Chief Minister to intervene into the issue and abolish the true up charges
and fuel adjustment charges and relieve the people of the heavy burdens.
