It is distressing to note that an amount of Rs.3669 crores is thrust on the
people of AP towards True up Charges. Charges on the consumers of APEPDCL
are @ Rs.0.42 per unit from September to March 2022. We are again shocked
to see the news today in Press that additional charges to the tune of 2542
crores would be levied on the consumers for additional losses incurred by
Discoms during the year 2019-20. It appears from this that the True up charges
would be levied continuously and be part of the power bills every month.

The losses are mainly due to imposition of privatisation policies in the guise of
Electricity Reforms by the Central Government on the state governments as
pre condition for some sanctions. In the process, private generation companies
are encouraged instead of purchasing power from public sector companies at
lower prices at the cost of the consumers.

Since the Discoms are incurring losses due to the policies of governments, it is
unjust to shift the True up charges on to the shoulders of the consumers. As
already the people are facing hell of a problem due to pandemic and heavy
burdens due to the hike in prices of petrol, diesel, gas and their consequent
effects, we request you not to levy True up charges on the consumers but to
collect them from the state government.
